It would be helpful if you are bringing a service animal to inform the front office, before-
hand. If we discover you have violated our policy you will be asked to remove the pet and a $500.00 fine
may be charged.

e The Beachcomber Inn has limited parking, so we allow only one vehicle per unit. During the summer
street parking may be available. During the winter months street parking is prohibited by the city, during
snow removal. Please be aware, you can be cited and or towed.

e For Health, Fire and Safety, reasons your unit occupancy should not exceed its capacity. However,
should you have more guests sleeping in your unit than the maximum occupancy, there is a $50.00 fee for
each additional person per stay. This exception requires management approval prior to arrival and before
the resort staff can apply the extra guest fee and provide additional linen, towels and toiletries to your unit.
Please make this an exception and not the rule.

e The common areas of the resort are open daily from 9 AM to 10 PM. Please be respectful of your fellow
neighbors before and after these times.
